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Dear Parishioners, this past week, as we joined together in celebrating our nation’s independ-
ence on July 4th, many of us were blessed to spend time with family and friends, enjoy great 
food, watch fireworks displays, or try to enjoy a little bit of leisure or down time at the pool, 
patio, or lake. And yet, this holiday also reminds us that our freedom didn’t come about easily. 
No, the 4th of July is a reminder for us of those who have fought for our freedom, and even 
more so, of those who have died for our freedom. 
 
One of the most moving things for me to witness in a cemetery, is the folding of the flag and 
the playing of “taps”, at the burial of one of our nation’s veterans. As I watch and listen, I can 
only wonder what this particular soldier experienced and endured, so that I might enjoy the 
daily comforts and liberties which can so easily be taken for granted. And then, as the folded 
flag is presented to the family, it’s a visible reminder for me of the sacrifices one person made 
for others. 
 
In the folding of our nation’s flag, 13 folds are now traditionally made. There are 2 lengthwise 
folds and 11 triangular folds. And while initially there wasn’t any symbolism associated with 
each fold, over the course of time, people have now attributed a symbolic meaning to each of 
the 13 folds of our nation’s flag. They are the following: 
 

1. The first fold of our flag is a symbol of life. 
2. The second fold signifies our belief in eternal life. 
3. The third fold is made in honor and tribute of the veteran departing our ranks, and who gave 

a portion of his or her life for the defense of our country to attain peace. 
4. The fourth fold exemplifies our weaker nature as citizens trusting in God; it is to Him we 

turn for His divine guidance. 
5. The fifth fold is an acknowledgment to our country, for in the words of Stephen Decatur, 

“Our country, in dealing with other countries, may she always be right, but it is still our 
country, right or wrong.” 

6. The sixth fold is for where our hearts lie. It is with our heart that we pledge allegiance to the 
flag of the United States of America, and to the republic for which it stands, one nation 
under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice for all. 

7. The seventh fold is a tribute to our armed forces, for it is through the armed forces that we 
protect our country and our flag against all enemies. 

8. The eighth fold is a tribute to the one who entered into the valley of the shadow of death, 
that we might see the light of day, and to honor our mother, for whom it flies on Mother’s 
Day. 

9. The ninth fold is an honor to womanhood, for it has been through their faith, love, loyalty, 
and devotion that the character of the men and women who have made this country great 
have been molded. 

10. The 10th fold is a tribute to father, for he, too, has given his sons and daughters for the 
defense of our country since he or she was first-born. 

11. The 11th fold, in the eyes of Hebrew citizens, represents the lower portion of the seal of 
King David and King Solomon and glorifies, in their eyes, the God of Abraham, Isaac, 
and Jacob. 

12. The 12th fold, in the eyes of a Christian citizen, represents an emblem of eternity and glo-
rifies, in their eyes, God the Father, the Son, and Holy Ghost. 

13. The last fold, when the flag is completely folded, the stars are uppermost, reminding us of 
our national motto, “In God We Trust.” 

 

It’s true…it’s very easy for us to get caught up with all of the fun activities on the 4th of July. 
And rightly so! But may we never forget the real reason for this special day each year. May
